Council Member Ashman moved to approve the July 27, 2009 minutes.  Motion seconded by Council Member Wilkinson.  Ayes:  Council Member Ashman, Council Member Wilkinson, Council Member Rouse and Mayor Pro-Tem Gorman.  Nays:  None.  Abstentions:  None.  Motion passed with 4 ayes, 0 nays and 0 abstentions.  
ITEM 7
UPDATE FROM FIRE CHIEF CHARLIE WILLIAMS REGARDING GRANT FOR NEW FIRE HALL.  
Chief Williams reported to the Council that after speaking to them earlier in the year, he had decided to put plans for implementing an Emergency Services District on hold.  He reported also that Frontier Day revenue was down below normal but generated enough funds to purchase some necessities for the Fire Department.  Chief Williams stated that he had only two members of the PVFD in town today to fight a grass fire and may not have anyone in town tomorrow.  To solve this shortage the PVFD needs a place to house volunteers overnight.  With the Federal Stimulus Package, there is funding available for Fire Stations.  The window of opportunity was only about one month and several volunteers were able to put together a grant package on time and get it submitted.  PVFD has a cooperative agreement with the Ponder ISD for land use contingent upon grant approval for a four bay station with sleeping quarters.  Requirements of the grant were being able to begin construction quickly, the unemployment rate, and to build green.  Chief Williams stated that he just wanted to bring the Town Council up to speed on the grant.  He also reported that he was waiting on word from the Town Engineer regarding sewer availability.  He  stated that he spoke to Gary Morris who told him that they could put septic there but the PVFD did not want to put a fire station on septic.  The estimated cost of the facility is $3.4 million for a 12000 square foot facility and the funding is 100%.

Motion passed with 4 ayes, 0 nays and 0 abstentions.
